It is 
important for as many people as possible to be aware of it so that no one 
who might benefit misses out through not knowing about it. 

The service will be followed by a free buffet lunch in the upstairs hall and 
we hope as many people as possible will stay for this. It would be very 
helpful, please, if you could let the wardens or myself know if you are able 
to do so, or put your name on the list at the back of church, so that we 
know how many to cater for. There is also a list at the back of church if 
you’d like to contribute some food towards the lunch. 

Personal debt is something which often remains hidden from view until 
people reach a crisis point. At a time when people may feel trapped and 
desperate, CAP is able to come alongside them and offer hope and a way 
forward for them to become debt free. It relies on local volunteers to work 
with the centre manager in helping people at the local level whilst the 
trained staff in Bradford negotiate with the creditors a plan for dealing with 
the debt to which those requesting help can agree.
