
 

PRAYER WEEK at St TEILO’s Sunday 26
th

 May to Sunday 2
nd

 June 2013  

 

This year we holding our annual Prayer Week over the Summer half term week and hoping that many in our church and wider community will be able 

to participate. We invite you to join in as many of the Prayer week activities as you can during the week! As an act of worship we are setting aside 

time in this focussed communal WEEK OF PRAYER at St Teilo’s asking God to bless and work in our church family and communities. If you can’t 

make it to an event or pop in to church during the week to the Prayer Café open between 11am and 4 pm (from 2 - 4 on Wednesday), you can join 

in by praying at home or wherever you are! Visit the church website at www.llandeilofawr.org.uk to post a prayer or share in the prayer for the day 

posted at 7:30pm. 

 

On Sunday 26th we start the week with a Prayer Picnic at Parc Penlan (or in the church hall if it is wet) after the 11 o’clock service. 

  

If you are on duty for the opening of the church during the week please also be ready to invite members of the public to leave prayer requests in the 

box, which is always available, or to use the Prayer Café where there will be someone available ready to pray with anyone who would like this. If 

you are leading a weekly church activity during this week please take a few minutes to let your group know that we are praying for our community this 

week and give them the opportunity to request prayer and use the prayerbox slips.  

 

On Tuesday and Friday members of the Prayer Ministry Team will be available to pray with you in the Prayer Room and for the prayer 

requests that have been received in the week. The Prayer Room can be visited during the week for your own use if you wish. 

 

We will be inviting the local school children to drop into church with their family during the week to follow a Prayer Trail and write a prayer and 

these prayers will be presented at the 11 o’clock service on 2nd June.   We will also be inviting them to visit the church website and send prayers 

and prayer requests.  

 

From Monday to Friday there will be a daily rhythm of prayer with short services of communal said prayer in the Side Chapel at 10:30 am (not 

Wednesday as Communion Service), 1 pm and 4 pm.   On Wednesday at 12:15 there will be a Soup Lunch. 

 

On Thursday evening 7:30 to 8:30 pm we will be holding a sung Prayer Meeting with the worship group. On Friday 3 pm - 4 pm there will be an 

opportunity to be led in quiet Contemplative Prayer in the Side Chapel.  

 

On Saturday 1
st
   from 9:45 (St Teilo’s)  to 12 o’clock we will join other Christians in a Prayer Relay held around various chapels and churches in 

town.    On Sunday 2nd we will end the week with a Prayer Walk around Llandeilo after the 11 o’clock service, when we stop at all of the entry/exit 

points and pray God’s blessing on our town. This is a gentle walk, with a number of stops, which starts and finishes at St Teilo’s taking about two hours 

but you can bow out at any point.
